WALKING WITH THE RISEN LORD

The Gospel for this Sunday (Luke 24:13-35)
recounts the story of the disciples on the
road to Emmaus. They are disheartened and
confused after Jesus’ Crucifixion, leaving
Jerusalem to return to their former lives.
Along the way, a stranger joins them,
explaining the Scriptures and revealing
God’s plan. It is only when he breaks bread
with them that they recognize Jesus,
illustrating that faith and the Eucharist open
our eyes to His presence in ordinary
moments.

This Sunday challenges us to look for Jesus
in our daily lives — in prayer, in the
Eucharist, and in the people we meet. It
encourages us to carry the sorrows of the
world to God, trusting that He transforms
grief into understanding and hope. Like the
disciples, we are called to return to our
communities renewed, sharing the joy and

love of the risen Christ with courage and
faith.

By embracing these lessons, the 3™ Sunday
of Easter becomes a reminder that Jesus
walks with us always, guiding, teaching, and
inspiring us to live as witnesses of His
resurrection in every aspect of life.

Jesus’ presence in our Journey! Like the
disciples, we may not always recognize
Jesus walking with us, especially in times of
sorrow or uncertainty. Prayer, Scripture,
and the Eucharist help us perceive His
guidance.
