“I will come to you ... you will see me”

The Sixth Sunday of Easter in Year A
invites us into a deeper awareness of God’s
abiding presence and the promise of the
Holy Spirit. The Gospel (John 14:15-21)
reminds us that love for Christ is not just an
emotion but a lived commitment — “/f you
love  me, you  will keep  my
commandments.” This love 1is active,
expressed in obedience, compassion, and
service.

Jesus  promises the coming  of
the Advocate, the Spirit of Truth, who will
remain with us forever. This is a tender
reassurance: we are never abandoned, even
in moments of uncertainty or trial. The
Spirit strengthens us to live faithfully, to
witness with courage, and to find peace in
God’s nearness.

The readings also echo the early Church’s
mission — faith spreads not through force,
but through the joy and hope that believers
carry. In our own lives, this means
allowing the Spirit to guide our words,
soften our hearts, and inspire acts of mercy.

Takeaway for the week:

Let this be a time to renew our openness to
the Holy Spirit. In prayer, ask for the grace
to love as Christ loves, to remain steadfast
in hope, and to be a living sign of God’s
presence in the world.
